Travel web site Menu documentation
Menus are created and edited with AllWebMenus Pro 4.2

Package is used to create and maintain menu options. 

The master menu file is: web sites/travel/travel
Incremental menu files are kept in web sites/travel/work files folder
To edit and maintain the menu use the Menu Editor tab. 

Create the new entry by right clicking and selecting “add entry.” Add submenus as needed. 

Select the menu item. Add the link. Select Advanced. Set link target appropriately. For index- files, set to _top, for direct htm pages set to none, or same frame.

Use “has separator” to place a bar between menu item groups

For sub-menus, in style editor tab, set “Has Submenu” image to right arrow from selector list. 

When done editing, 

1. select “save” to save the updated master menu file 
2. click on the “Compile Menu” icon button to compile the javascript code

3. select “save as” 

4. navigate to travel/work files folder

5. increment the file name and click OK

6. use File drop down or open dialog to reload main travel file from web sites/travel
7. using WS_FTP-Pro or web server file manager copy the travelmenu_sub and travelmenu javascript files to the travel folder on the web server

8. use CNTRL F5 to flush the buffers in the web browser to check the new menus

For web pages, you must include the following code block after the <body> tag in the main menu frame file, i.e. travel-menu.htm:

To enable the drop down/fly out menus to appear in the main frame, you must copy the following code block after the <body> tag in each htm file that appears in the main frame (basically every content page on the site).

For the XL files:

You must manually open those files by right clicking and selecting open with:msft front page and then copying the above code block in right after the <body> tag. 

Books files are kept in the web sites/travel/books folder

Video files are kept in the web sites/travel/video folder

The AllMenusPro menus cannot work across two sets of frames so they are not used for the Desert Island Book List XL file. Its index- file calls a special menu file that contains no menu, just a huge “click here to return to Hackney Travel” button. 

To update the site map: 

In AllWebMenus Pro, select tools:create site map:create generic site map

In the style drop down select: blocks

For links info select: Items as Links

Increment the file name and save the site map file in the web sites/travel/work files folder
Using Front Page, open the incremented site map file generated by AllWebMenus Pro
Using Front Page, open the master web sites/travel/sitemap.htm file. 

Copy the new section from the generated site map code into the master site map code. 

For the left most/highest hierarchy menu option in the new code change the class from Item to: MainItem, i.e. <li class='MainItem' type='disc'>
Save the master web sites/travel/sitemap.htm file and copy it to the web server travel folder.
